Eligibility and 
benefit levels are based on household size, income, assets and other factors.

WIC Women, Infants, and Children (SSNP) – provides supplemental food vouchers to 
low-income pregnant, postpartum, and breastfeeding women, infants & children up to age 
5. Information provided on healthy eating, breastfeeding and health care. 

 

Farmers Markets – Nine neighborhood farmer’s markets offer fresh fruits and vegetables 
grown by local farmers from Spring to Fall.  Locations in Haverstraw, Nyack, Piermont, 
Spring Valley, Ramapo, Suffern, Palisades, Pearl River, Stony Point.  SNAP is accepted at 
Haverstraw and WIC is accepted at Stony Point.

All Food Pantries accept donations of non-perishable, unexpired foods and/or direct monetary 
donations. 
 
Individuals can also donate online to the Food Bank of Hudson Valley and designate which Food 
Pantry their funds should be allocated to through the Adopt-an-Agency Program (“AAP”).  
 
The Food Bank provides millions of pounds of food to over 350 member agencies in Orange, 
Ulster, Dutchess, Rockland, Sullivan, and Putnam counties.  AAP donors may select specific 
agencies to support or allow the Food Bank to select agencies most in need.  The Food Bank has 
greater purchasing power as a bulk purchaser than you do as an individual.
